There will also be one $2,500 scholarship to one Senior in the Central Kitsap School District. Upon proof of acceptance, a check will be made out to the school of choice.

To submit your application to the CK PTSA Council, please follow ALL directions.  Applications not meeting the qualifications will be disqualified.
· Application Cover Sheet must be typed and include the following information: School Name, Full Name, Mailing Address, Email Address and Phone Number.  Also, list positions held in gainful employment, periods of employment, and average time employed each week.
· Selection Criteria Narratives must be typed, standard 12 point or larger, on white 8 ½ x 11-inch paper, and be no longer than 3 pages.
· Two letters of recommendation are REQUIRED.  One letter must come from your school principal, counselor, or a teacher.  One letter must come from someone you have worked for in a volunteer capacity. No exceptions.
